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B} K-STAR Visa Track Designated University

Our university has been selected as a participating institution in the K-STAR Visa Track, a university-based
visa recommendation program designed to support the long—term settlement of outstanding international
talent in science and engineering fields in Korea.

Under the general international student pathway, graduates must maintain an employment visa (E-7) for
three years after graduation in order to obtain a residence visa (F-2), and it typically takes at least six years
to become eligible for permanent residency (F-5).

In contrast, individuals recommended as outstanding talent by a K-STAR Visa Track-designated university
may change their status to a residence visa (F-2) immediately upon graduation, and the minimum period

required to obtain permanent residency (F-5) can be reduced to as little as three years.
